 Since our last newsletter The Mental Health Commission has published the research titled Journeys of Despair, Journeys of Hope: Young Adults Talk about Severe Mental Distress, Mental Health Services and Recovery.  Several of the 40 young people interviewed about their first experiences of mental health services, had accessed early intervention services.  





The research examines young adults’ encounters with mental health services, focusing on:


their experiences with severe mental health problems


their use of adult mental health services 


factors that helped or hindered their recovery.


 


It also investigates:


backgrounds and events that led up to mental health crises


disruption to education, work and family brought about by crisis.
