storytelling flair, and explores the difficult and complex life of a family affected by mental illness.”





Lisa is a clinical psychologist who has written this story about Joshua, a young Maori man experiencing psychosis.  The story is primarily from his sister Nicky’s perspective but also explores the differing perspectives of his grandmother, mother and Joshua himself. The group has been meeting 3 monthly. We had out last meeting we had 2 innovative and exciting presentations.





Including the possible development of a DVD  – presenting consumers stories about First-episode Psychosis in New Zealand and also exploration of the development of a CD, which could be used as a promotional tool for young people regarding psychosis. Dion Howard, Nurse Specialist Wellington Early Intervention Team, has developed both these.





We had a presentation by Lois Boyd, Researcher/Educator, Wellington Early Intervention Service of ideas of developing a Website, but also some ideas of expanding this to be more of an interactive/educational type tool. Lois will be exploring this further, including funding opportunities.





The steering group have embarked upon reviewing the National Guidelines in Early Intervention in Psychosis Services that were originally put out by the Mental Health Commission in 1999. The group has made a good start and it’s clear that there have been some significant developments, changes and new foci in regards to Early Intervention Services both internationally and nationally.  I believe that the update will reflect this. We are hoping to complete this at our next meeting later on this year.
